








10. The West and South have seen the
greatest growth in artists by state.
B The West was led by Nevada, Utah, Oregon,

and Arizona. In these states, the artist

population grew at 2.5 to 5 times the rate
of that of the U.S. labor force (11.6 percent)
from 1990 to 2000.

B Florida and Georgia led the South with a
23 percent growth in artists—double the
national average.

B 29 percent of all artists now live in the West,
and another 29 percent in the South.
